 Graduating high school senior who is a New Jersey resident.  
 Notable vocal, instrumental or musical composition talent as judged by the Record High 

scholarship committee. 
 Demonstrated history of leadership and/or volunteerism in their community. 

  
Submission Process: 

 Teacher/music professional must fill out the application on behalf of the student applicant. 
 Teacher/music professional must submit an essay (250 words or less) answering why their 

student deserves this scholarship, focusing on the student's musical background and 
accomplishments and demonstrated leadership and volunteer history. 

 Submit a 1 to 2-minute YouTube video of student applicant demonstrating their musical abilities.
